Dear Parents, 
Most of the children have now been introduced to the Nursery setting and are becoming used to Mrs Ellis, Mrs Knight and myself and beginning to make new friends.  I am pleased to say that most of the children have settled down well and are becoming quite independent ‘little people’. I am sure the tears and uncertainty at the beginning of some sessions will soon disappear. We appreciate the difficulty in leaving your child when they are upset but we will always contact you if the tears continue.  

Please continue encouraging the children to take off their own fleeces/coats etc., finding their pegs and hanging their clothes up.  Also, I know it is easier to help with their clothes when they need to go to the toilet but all the children can manage with a little encouragement. Where possible, jogging bottoms are ideal for the boys, particularly if you suspect an accident or two!! Just a reminder that, weather permitting, we go outside everyday so outdoor clothing will be needed as well as suitable shoes and clothes for climbing, riding bikes and so on.

As you will have noticed our cloakroom area is quite limited now that all the children are in school.  Unless it is absolutely necessary we would ask you to leave bags and backpacks at home. We do have supplies of clothing should accidents happen.

Thank you to those who have already sent in their donation of £10 for the first half term or £20 for the term. An early response is appreciated so that we can continue to give variety in the kind of daily snack and replacement resources we offer. 

In January it may be possible for us to offer a limited number of extended day places in Nursery. This means children will be attending the morning session from 9.00 – 11.30 and also the afternoon session from 1.00 – 3.30 for the five day week.  If sufficient parents are interested it may be possible to arrange for the children to bring a packed lunch and eat it at school.  A small charge will be made for this in order to cover the midday supervision. In order to look into the feasibility of this proposal I would appreciate it if any interested parents could fill in the slip at the bottom of this letter and return it to Nursery by Friday, 9th October.  
I will shortly be sending a letter giving more details of the activities we will be covering in Nursery over the next few weeks and also times at the end of term when the nursery holidays differ from the dates on the school calendar.

Just a final reminder that the Nursery staff are always available to discuss any concerns you may have about your child. This may be after the morning/afternoon session or at another agreed time. However small the worry, it is always worth sharing!
