	· The extent to which the curriculum matches government strategies/guidelines.
	Sir Jim Rose’s final report was issued 30th April 2009 which reviews the curriculum rather than the whole of primary education. The report includes the proposed programmes of learning that would make up a new curriculum and the Essentials of Learning and Life that will be developed throughout the curriculum. The review has sought to reduce prescription and content so that schools have greater flexibility to shape how it is taught and to supplement it to meet local circumstances and pupils individual needs. Some of the key features put forward by this review are:
1. Strengthening the focus on ensuring that by the age of 7 children have a secure grasp of the literacy and numeracy skills they need to make good progress thereafter. 

2. Providing a greater emphasis on personal development through a more integrated and simpler framework for school.

3. Building stronger links between EYF stage, key stage 1 and key stage 2.
Schools will have to introduce the new primary curriculum from September 2011. At Woodheys a new proforma has already been developed to implement the recommendations of the report by looking at the framework, planning and delivery of curriculum together with more consistency. The first trial period will be the last half of the summer term. A staff training day has been arranged for May 2010. 

	· Developments that have taken place in the subject since the last review in terms of changes in schemes of work whether internally or externally initiated?
	Since the last review a new way of assessing (APP) has been introduced for writing rather than a test, assessment is now done across the board and throughout the term. In the summer term the same assessment will be introduced for reading. This will be closely monitored by NH, BR and GP. All staff have received Trafford training in August 2009. A new assessment timetable has been devised by NR and LD, April 2010.

	· Have achievements changed, (with regard to gender, ethnicity or ESL together with identification of gifted and talented pupils.)
	The number of SEN children has increased which will impact on the schools results. Additional support has been put in place for these children and the school is confident they are making good progress and in most cases will achieve national expectations (L4) for 11 year olds. 

	· What computer based resources or web-sites are regularly employed in delivering the curriculum?
	The school mainly uses the Lancashire Literacy Website for resource/planning and record keeping. Espresso education is an extensive library of high quality broadband teaching resources that motivates pupils and supports teachers – costs £3 per pupil. Other approved sites are used occasionally. 

	· What recourse does the school have to resources outside the school to support the development of the curriculum?
	Staff continue to use Trafford Training courses and Literacy consultants visit the school to talk to staff and children. The last visit made was March 2010.

	· Is there any single change which would make a significant difference to achievement in this area?
	The major change will be to implement the Rose report which will tie all subjects together.
