The curriculum continues to be well met – indeed the proficiency and knowledge evidenced by the pupils is still increasing.

Work is in hand to introduce a clear safeguarding policy to ensure than staff and pupils are aware of the rules and receive appropriate advice on safety issues, including the use of email, and the ‘prevention’ of cyberbullying.

· Developments that have taken place in the subject since the last review in terms of changes to schemes of work whether internally or externally initiated?
There is a greater understanding of the basic processing tools – word processing, powerpoint and spreadsheets driven by pupils awareness rather than external changes. Exploring an improved version of powerpoint to include 3-D imagery.

Work is in hand to introduce email experience through off line programs, and the Fronter developments will further enhance the range of skills.

· Have achievements changed?

· What computer based resources or web-sites are regularly employed in delivering the curriculum?


The computer suite is well timetabled for the delivery of basic IT skills.  All classrooms have IWB and these are well used now by most staff form the delivery of the curriculum. 

The new language/maths curricula have greater involvement of IT based learning than the previous syllabuses.  Classroom observation now includes the use of IT as an issue.

· What recourse does the school have to resources outside the school to support the development of the curriculum?
LA courses and attendance at various IT fairs keep the coordinators well in touch.  

Technical support is currently at half-day per fortnight and probably needs to be increased

· Is there any single change which would make a significant difference to achievement in this area?
Discussion are underway to review the IT resources  - it is felt that with the new development the school will need 5 or 6 more IWBs, the IT suite will be redesigned and additional machines introduced.  At the earliest opportunity a class set of laptops needs to be acquired and a wireless network established to operate them with either year 5 or year 6.

The support of another coordinator, probably to review and maintain software resources, would also be helpful.
