The Four Rules for

building and maintaining

good relationships:-



Steps in active listening
Á LISTEN UP

Give full attention to the speaker – eye contact and body language are very important.

Control thought which take you to your own experiences, feeling, biases.

Á TUNE IN

Get into the ‘shoes’ of the other person – try to enter his/her world, understand his/her

feelings, etc. (Empathy discussed in detail here.)

Use phrases such as “You seem….” “It sounds like….” “Are you saying….” To help to

understand properly and tune into what she is saying.

Ask suitable questions

Summarise the main ideas.
