Security Policy

Statement of Aims and Purpose
At Woodheys it is our stated aim and purpose to provide a safe environment in which to allow our children to develop their full potential.  We are a happy and caring school. Because we care about our children, our staff, our school and about our safe environment we have produced a security policy for the whole school community.

The policy was reviewed and amended in March 2010.

The policy will need to be reviewed following the extension to the school expected to be built during 2010/2011.

Principles
1.  The MAIN ENTRANCE to the school FOR ALL VISITORS is to then left of the front of the building with a safe waiting area adjacent.  The entrance is signposted around the outside of the school and permits entrance to the foyer.  Entrance to the school itself is through a locked and monitored door.
2. Nursery and KS1 children enter through a separate entrance to the left of the building

3. KS2 pupils enter through the entrance to the rear right of the building.

4. All staff wear photo-identification when on school premises

5. Visitor must sign into and out of the school and will wear identification badges denoting that they are visitors.

6. Parents are requested to wait for pupils in the safe waiting area. Nursery and KS1 children are escorted from the building and handed to parents/carers on the safe waiting area. 

7. All entrances other than the main entrance are locked or within a secure locked area.

8. There are telephone links to all areas of the school and the Site Manager has a mobile phone to enable contact in case of emergencies.
9. Fire and Intruder Alarms are tested regularly and fire escape routes are prominently displayed. All areas have smoke alarms fitted.  Regular fire drills are held at various times of the day.

10. The school has a perimeter fence which surrounds the site.

11. Out of hours events are invested in a key holding company for alarm calls so that no member of staff is alone on site during an emergency.
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
