Exciting building project at Woodheys!

Work starts on our 7 new classrooms as soon as we break up for the summer. Anin depth asbestos
survey will take place during the whit holidays. No mobile classroom will be demolished before the
summer. At the beginning of the summer holidays, 6 mobile classrooms will be constructed on the
school playground with amenities/toilets. The first mobile will be demolished (Mrs Kelley / Mr Earl) and
the classes moved into the new mobiles.

During phase one, the whole of the KS2 junior corridor will move into the mobiles, (Mrs Richmond, Mr
Byrne, Mrs Hitchcock and Mrs Eyden). Although their rooms will not be altered the noise of building
would have disturbed lessons. We hope to ensure high quality educational provision for your children
with this phased plan.

The plan of the new build is displayed in our reception area.

During the new build, for stability, staff will remain in the same departments. Unfortunately, as there will
also be modifications to the hall, we cannot host Holiday Clubs/ Soccerwise / Martial Arts/ Slimming
World etc., on site over the summer.

Mr Paul Flynn our site manager and Mr Chris O’ Brien, Chair of Governors and our Premises Committee,
supported by other governors, will liaise closely with the on site projects manager to ensure as smooth a
transition as possible during the planned years project.

Community Consultation on New Build at Woodheys Primary School - 8/2/10

Attendance: 27 people signed thevisitor record book.
Concerns:

1. Parking: during the new build and at drop off and pick up.
Suggestions included: designated drop off points adjacent to the school, remarking the areas
around the school with double yellow lines, particularly at the junctions, possible ‘walking bus
from the Methodist church car park on the avenue.

. Number of toilets: are there enough toiletsto allow all the children to visit them at break times?
Figures supplied by Trafford state that we have sufficient toilets to meet the requirements of the
pupils.

. Concerns regarding building program and the disruption to teaching. Porta cabins to be dismantled
and replaced with temporary classrooms during the summer holidays so as to minimise disruption
during term time, building work to be carried out in phases to allow school to run as smoothly as
possible.

. Concerns about the size of hall for full school assemblies and lunchtime provisions. A program of
split assemblies and staggered lunches to be considered, the new building will include a studio
hatch into the hall from the main kitchen to make it possible to install more dinnersin the hall.

. Concerns about insufficient cloakroom space. Toilet areas have been redesigned to accommodate
more cloakroom space and hallway recesses to allow further space for coats and bags as observed
at aprimary school in Partington.

. Concerns about out of hour’s activities and undesirable noise. The plans for the new build have
been adjusted to address the concerns regarding the veranda at the rear and its size has been
reduced as much as possible. Permission for use of school fields has been withdrawn and the local
community police officer has agreed to help enforce this. The school hastried to work with the
neighbours as much as possible on this matter. Security at the school will be improved after the
new builds completion.

. Concerns about too much glass in the design. From the outset the design brief was for ‘light and
air so asto reduce the schools dependency on artificial lighting which is costly and not
particularly ‘eco’. After consideration, the risk of greater running costs in terms of vandalism is
worth the benefits.

. Concerns about noise and dust during the building phase. Work will be carried out in accordance
with usual considerations for neighbours to any building site, everything possible will be done to
minimise disruption to the schools neighbours.

Vaisakhi also spelled Baisakhi, is one of the most important datesin the Sikh calendar. It isthe Sikh New Y ear
festival and is celebrated on April 13 or 14th. It also commemorates 1699, the year Sikhism was born as a
collective faith.

To mark the celebrations, devotees, irrespective of Sikh religion, pray and worship at gurdwara the Sikhplace of
worship. The celebrations start early as devotees, with flowers and offerings in their hands, proceed towards the
gurdwaras and temples before dawn. Pracessions through towns are also common. Baisakhi or Vaisaki isthe day
on which the Khalsa ( the pure ones) was born and Sikhs were given aclear identity and a code of conduct to live
by. The event was led by the last given Guru, Guru Singh Ji, who baptised the first Sikhs using sweet nectar called
Amrit. Around the world at Baisakhi or Vaisaki time, Sikhs and Punjabis reflect on the values taught to them by
their Gurua and celebrate the birth of the Khalsa.
